The globally averaged rate of coastal sea-level rise, which is also the average rate at locations
with no appreciable vertical land motion, is about 1½ mm/year.

That first web page isn't by scientists, it is by the JPL "Earth Science Communications Team."
They ought to be called the Climate Alarmism Propaganda Ministry. They twist & cherry-pick
evidence for their political agenda, and that particular web page is very deceptive. The reason
you think it shows that "the current rate of sea level rise based on the tide gauge record is
around 3mm/year" is presumably that you didn't notice that the two very similar looking
graphs on that page are scaled differently. Although the JPL Climate Alarmism Propaganda
Ministry showed only one rate of sea-level rise above the two graphs, the rate they show
actually applies only to the satellite altimetry graph. The other graph, of coastal
measurements, show only about have that rate. I wrote about that particular misleading web
page in this article.

The second web page splices together measurements from different locations for different
time periods, to make one graph. Since sea-level trends vary from one location to another, if
you measure them at different places, for different time periods, you can easily create the
illusion of either acceleration or deceleration.

The third link is to an article which argues that global sea-level rise over the 20th century was
at least 1.4 mm/year, and probably closer to 1.7 mm/year. I calculate that it was about 1.5
mm/year. That's about the same as Hay et al, who calculated 1.4 mm/year.

The difference between those figures is negligible. The difference between 1.4 mm/year and 1.7
mm/year is just 1.2 inch per century.

Honolulu has the best mid-Pacific sea-level measurement record, and it is not affected by
significant vertical land motion, nor by the gravity from Greenland's ice sheet (which
Thompson et al worried about):

The Earth's atmosphere is nearly transparent at some longwave IR wavelengths, and absorbs
nearly 100% at others.

Note that for longwave IR (longer than about 4 µm) the Earth emits more radiation that it
receives from the Sun, so the absorption we're talking about is mostly "outbound" radiation.
Here is a graph of the Earth's LW IR emission spectrum, measured from a satellite over over the
tropical western Pacific Ocean:

The big green notch is due to absorption of LW IR around 15 µm, by CO2 in the atmosphere.

An interesting feature is the tiny spike in the center of the big green "CO2 notch." That's due to
stratospheric emissions, from the CO2 in the stratosphere.

There is also some scattering due to dust, clouds, etc., but Rayleigh scattering (which famously
makes the sky Carolina Blue) doesn't affect LW IR.

Ice-albedo feedback from ice on land has major long-term effects, contributing, along with
CO2, to the hysteresis between glacial periods and interglacials. But ice-albedo feedback
through sea-ice is not very important.

Half of the time, sea ice coverage doesn't affect absorption of sunlight at all, because there's no
sunlight to absorb, because it's nighttime/winter. But, 100% of the time, sea ice coverage
reduces heat loss through radiation, convection and, most importantly, evaporation.

A layer of floating ice and snow insulates the water, generally keeping it warmer, rather than
making it colder. Reducing that ice coverage has the opposite effect.

It's an important negative feedback mechanism, which helps regulate water temperatures:

    warmer water temp → less sea ice coverage → more heat loss, esp. thru evaporation → cooler
water temp

But cooling the water warms the air, contributing to Arctic amplification, which is defined in
terms of air temperatures.

The Arctic is a net exporter of radiant energy, nearly always. There's only a very brief period,
just a few weeks long, near the summer solstice, in which absorbed solar energy barely exceeds
radiated energy. Here's a paper:

Look at the graph for the Arctic. Note that for almost the entire year the Arctic is a net exporter
of radiation. (The difference is made up by air and water currents, which carry heat from lower
latitudes.) Here's that graph, enlarged:

The black line is the net radiative balance.

So when the Arctic Ocean is insulated with a layer of ice & snow, for most of the year it helps
keep the water warmer, and the air ends up staying colder.

Thus, when that ice melts, the water loses heat and moisture much more rapidly, which cools
the water (rather than warms it!), and simultaneously warms and moistens the air.

It's a very large effect. Based on Nimbus-5 observations, Zwally, et al. 1983 reported that, “...the
release of heat to the atmosphere from the open water is up to 100 times greater than the heat
conducted through the ice.”

In addition to causing "Arctic amplification," the increased evaporation affects cloud cover
(which has a warming effect at night/winter).

It also causes "Lake/Ocean-Effect Snowfall" (LOES) downwind, e.g., on the Greenland Ice
Sheet. That snowfall represents water removed from the oceans, and accumulating on the Ice
Sheet, adding to ice mass, and reducing sea-level.

That first diagram is inaccurate. I sought to contact the author, Hans Schreuder, but he
unfortunately did not include contact information.

Since he linked to a document on tech-know-group.com, I searched there and found an email
address for him: hanssch at tech-know.eu. So, I sent him an email, but it bounced. So I'm
posting the email here:

...you have this diagram ("Figure 1"):

It contains an error. Human CO2 emissions (mostly from fossil fuel use and concrete mfg) are
calculated to be about 10 Gt carbon / year (10 PgC), which is about 37 Gt CO2 per year, not 12 Gt
("0.000012 million gigatonnes").

Since the beginning of the industrial revolution, human CO2 emissions have raised outdoor
CO2 levels from 280 ±10 ppmv to the current 411 ±4 ppmv. So, 32% ±3% of the CO2 currently in
the atmosphere is the result of human emissions. That's about 290 GtC (gigatonnes of carbon).

Since the dawn of the industrial revolution, mankind has emitted a total of about 450 GtC of
fossil carbon, but about 160 GtC has been removed from the atmosphere by negative
feedbacks, like terrestrial "greening" and dissolution into the oceans.

The percentage of "fossil" carbon atoms in the atmosphere (which originated from fossil fuels
and concrete-making) is much lower than that, because most of those "fossil" carbon atoms
have been exchanged with carbon from other "carbon reservoirs," like the oceans and the
biosphere. But that is of no consequence w/r/t mankind's effect on atmospheric carbon dioxide
levels.

Right, Elizabeth, sea-levels are rising steadily. That means their trend has been una�ected by
rising CO2 levels.

What this graph, comparing sea-levels at Diego and Kwajalein, shows, is that the Pacific ocean
sloshes back and forth.When sea-level spikes at San Diego, it dips at Kwajalein, and vice-versa.

Showing them beside a graph of ENSO index shows that it is ENSO that's driving the sloshing.
I've drawn thin orange lines for El Nino peaks, and thin green lines for La Nina peaks. Note that
they're almost perfectly aligned with the sea-level peaks at San Diego and Kwajalein,
respectively.

Note: Honolulu is about halfway between them, so the ENSO "sloshing" has little effect on sea-
level there. That's one of the reasons Honolulu is such an excellent site for monitoring sea-
level.

In some cases, contrasting two different tide gauges can give useful insights. For instance,
here's San Diego, Calif. (eastern Pacific), vs. Kwajalein (western Pacific), along with an ENSO
graph:

If you would answer “risen” and “yes” to those two questions, respectively, then you’re part of
the “scientific consensus on climate change.”
